Sauti za Busara

Sauti za Busara (Sounds of Wisdom) music festival is held annually in Zanzibar during February.  The main aim of the event is to bring people together in celebration of African music.

Audiences number around 18,000 over the six days of the festival, flying in from all corners of the world. More than four hundred musicians (40 groups) are showcased each year, including thirty groups from around East Africa - established as well as undiscovered talents, 50-50 “traditional” and “modern”. Ten groups representing artists from other areas of the African continent and diaspora are also invited to participate, though often they will be required to find their own travel sponsors. 

Sauti za Busara has earned a reputation as the friendliest festival on the planet. It includes four days of non-stop music at Zanzibar’s Old Fort in historic Stone Town, plus fringe events around town and across the island, including a carnival street parade and finalé beach party.
